From its first performance with
renown poet laureate Maya Angelou,
and subsequently at hundreds of
performances across North America,
“Sing for the Cure” has moved and
delighted thousands of people.

This inspirational work will have its
European premiere at the Southbank
Centre, London on 2™ May 2009.
“Sing for the Cure” is a centrepiece
of Various Voices London, a festival
of singing.

Celebrate Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual,
Transgender (LGBT)
identity through song
and to showcase on
an international stage
the achievements and
diversity of LGBT
choirs of Europe and
around the world.

Various Voices London is producing
the four-day festival in partnership
with the Southbank Centre. The
festival will attract thousands of
delegates from UK and international
LGBT choirs as well as the general
public, both as festival participants
and as audience members.

The premiere will be conducted by
Dr. Tim Seelig, who oversaw its
world premiere, and will be
performed by a special choir drawn
from LGBT choirs, accompanied by
the London Gay Symphony
Orchestra and Two celebrity
narrators Jane Hill from BBC News
and the actress Jenni McAlpine.

With support from Komen
Foundation, we are working with UK
Breast Cancer Charity Breakthrough
to fundraise, build awareness. We
expect to raise in excess of £15,000
for Breakthrough.
